23/035 OPEN FORUM

· A lack of community events and clubs in the past few years was mentioned.  The parish council responded that this was due to the pandemic, but we should look positively to the future.

23/039 County Councillor Report, given by Cllr Adams King:

Aster Housing - Caroline Nokes MP and Cllr Adams King met with the Chief Operating Officer and Area Manager of Aster in January to discuss the sewerage charge issues at Manor Road. The following points were made:
· The charges being levied are unacceptable and must be reviewed.
· The tender process for a provider to manage the sewerage treatment plants was flawed.  The resultant contractor, based in Kent is charging amounts that are in excess of that which local contractors would charge by as much as 100%.
· Aster have not maintained their estate in a proactive manner which would prolong the life of the plants.  The consequence is increased cost for home owners and Aster alike.

· That this is simply not good business for them.  They are paying excessive costs and having to pick up a considerable portion themselves as a consequence of their not recouping the full cost from their tenants.

Aster’s response was to say that they understood there were serious concerns and were arranging to have all sewage treatment plants surveyed and they have agreed to re-tender locally for the removal of waste from the plants.  It was noted that at East Tytherley, there should be no tankering charges for the removal of waste if the system was working.  Cllr Adams King reported that following the meeting on the 13th of January, there has been no formal response yet from Aster.  The situation has also been made public on the radio and television. The parish council resolved to write a letter to Aster in support of the residents of Manor Road and to the Environment Agency.

Recycling Bins – more roadside recycling will be available from Spring 2024.

Potholes – are being filled to a basic level for safety reasons, with plans for repatching later in the year.

TVBC – have received an award for the most business friendly council and continue to support Ukrainian families.

Council Tax – TVBC will increase the council tax by £5 and HCC by 4.9% this year.

23/040 Planning 
The following planning applications have been received from TVBC:

23/00090/VARS Lockerley Water Farm

Vary condition 2 of 16/00286/VARS (Variation of condition 3 of TVS.07044/6 (Permanent use of site for up to 100 days per calendar year for bible camp)) - to allow packing to take place in October, while acknowledging that no camps will take place during this period

23/041 Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP)
It was confirmed that the application for the designation of a Neighbourhood Area covering the parish of East Tytherley has been submitted.

A questionnaire and up to date housing needs survey will be required to establish how the parishioners see the future of the village.  Collecting this information under GDPR rules needs to be established.  

23/042 Play and community area
· Cllr Edwards reported a plaque in memory of the late Jim Munro and Tony Robins will be provided by the families for the new trees planted last year.  A bare rooted White Beam tree has also been planted for the late Queens Jubilee.
· A working party to plant bulbs in the woodland area will be arranged for the Autumn.
· The PCC have offered to supply water and electricity for the playing field from the Church as an alternative solution to a designated supply at the playpark.  The situation will be reviewed at subsequent meetings.
23/043 Lengths man / Footpaths
It was reported that the lengths man has cleared the roadside footpath on the bend by the Manor Road garages, and will supply and install new gate posts for the Church during February.  It was suggested that the grips leading into the roadside ditch opposite Bonner Cottages is cleared, and the clerk will establish if the Lengthsman is permitted to work on the highway.  Playground maintenance was also discussed.
Cllr Brigdale reported that a survey of the parish footpaths should be conducted.

The parish council will be ordering a defibrillator to be sited outside of Lockerley Farm Estate.
