23/008 Minutes of the last meeting to be approved: Resolved that the           minutes of the meeting held on the 23rd March be confirmed as a correct record of that meeting.
23/009 Matters arising from the minutes of that meeting: 
· It was reported that the electricity costs provided at the last meeting for the play and community area were the installation cost only and monthly running costs have not been provided or agreed.  In addition, approval would be required from English Heritage.
23/010 Planning Nothing to report
23/011 Neighbourhood Development Plan (NDP)
It was reported that Cllr Foan and Joanne Nash had met with Sarah Hughes, the Senior Neighbourhood Planning Officer at Test Valley Borough Council, who advised that a more up to date Housing Needs Survey may be required for the NDP.  West Tytherley and Sherfield English parish councils will be contacted for advice on consultants and grant funding. 

At this meeting the Parish councillors gave permission to: Submit an application for the designation of a Neighbourhood Area covering the parish of East Tytherley.
23/012 Play and community area
· Cllr Edwards recommended a White Beam Tree to commemorate the Queens Platinum Jubilee, to be planted in the Autumn.  The location is still to be agreed.
· Mrs Beiber will be providing a commemorate plaque and a stake for the Field Maple tree planted recently in memory of her late husband.

· Woodland bulbs will be planted in the Autumn perhaps with the involvement of the local schools.

· Noticeboard / information sign.  The parish council were in support of a Sarah Rolle application to help fund a noticeboard of educational benefit such as the history of the site, flora and fauna, wildlife or conservation.  The parish council were also in support of a Heritage fund application for an archaeological illustration to be prepared of the original Medieval Manor House.  It should be noted that permission would be needed from Historical England for any noticeboards here.
· A digger is needed to move the woodchips from the Lime Trees and to remove some Elder roots.
· The installation cost only to install a water supply at the play and community area was reported to be £811.00.
A lengthy debate was held concerning the play and community area with the following comments asked to be recorded:

Cllr Edwards – Emphasised the importance of investing in the play and community area to ensure its future security, with the re-negotiation of the lease a priority.  He considers it an area which needs to be continually enhanced and improved, and available for other events.
Cllr Scoones – Reminded members that 20 years and £80,000 of village funding had been necessary to set up the play and community area – not parish council funding.  He is not in support of installing electricity and water at the site without knowing the ongoing costs and whilst both services can be provided by the church.  Have toilet and parking provisions been considered for additional events here?  Permission would also be needed from Historic England.
Cllr Brigdale – expressed his thanks to Cllr Edwards for providing the installation costs of electricity and water to the site.

The parish council resolved to review the costs of supplying water and electricity to the play and community area at the next meeting in addition to renewing the lease.

23/013 Lengths man / Footpaths
It was reported that the container blocking the footpath at The Star Pub has now been moved.
The lengths man will be asked to clear the drain at Manor Road, outside of the old Police House.

23/015 Defibrillator:
It was reported that whilst a grant donation had been received from Test Valley Borough Council and Lockerley Estate, a further £300 is still needed to purchase and install a defibrillator in the village.
