20/026 Planning 

20/02206/FULLS Queenwood Farm
Construction of grain store, LPG gas tank and landscaping.

The parish council had no objection to this application

20/01619/FULLS Dairy Cottage, Manor Farm

20/01620/LBWS Dairy Cottage, Manor Farm

Creation of additional living accommodation as new first floor

The parish council had no objection to this application

20/01437/FULLS Mill Farm

Two storey extension to provide kitchen, dining and master bedroom and en-suite.

The parish council resolved to object to this application as the proposed development includes the construction of an additional Velux type window on the Northern aspect of the building, which will give a clear and unobstructed view into the neighbours garden (Mill Cottage)  as well as parts of the house, in particular the kitchen and patio area. It should also be noted that the neighbours will also suffer a loss of light resulting from the proposal.
Noted Test Valley Borough Council have granted permission for this application.

20/01339/FULLS Oaklands

Erection of an insulated steel frame aircraft hangar for storage and maintenance of light aircraft.

The parish council raised the following concerns regarding this application:
· The proposal would result in aircraft crossing an existing footpath.
· The steel frame aircraft hangar is positioned in a field, outside of the      garden boundary.
· The proposal is next to a Grade 2 listed building.
· Would there be any control of permitted flight days?
· Would there be any restriction on any future development of the hangar if planning permission were granted?
· Does the owner need new permission to use the field as a runway (last used approximately 12-14 years ago)?
This application has since been withdrawn.
It was reported that the parish council had requested tree preservation orders for some oak trees on this site, however the trees have now been cut down.
20/027 Play and community area

· It was reported that a tree in the play area was felled for safety reasons recently and a colony of bees contained in the tree safely relocated to the woods.

· A survey of the trees has been completed now and estimates for the work will now be required.

· The children’s tractor seat needs repair.

The metal estate fencing at the play area was discussed as it needs repair.  Cllr Edwards proposed that the fencing may have some monetary value which if sold, could be put towards a new replacement fence.

20/028 Highways: Nothing to report.

It was reported that the roadside footpath by the Manor Road garages is overgrown and a working party will be organised to clear it.
