21/023 OPEN FORUM:

· CC reported several potholes in Manor Road and that the road surface was generally poor; a letter of complaint has been sent to Hampshire Highways.  NAK agreed to progress the complaint.
· Aster charges for sewage was reported to be in the region of £2,500 per year for each household in Manor Road, a figure considered excessive by the parish council and residents alike.  NAK reported that Carters Clay had a similar complaint.  NAK resolved to address during the open forum of the Test Valley Association of Parish and Town Councils Annual Meeting to establish which other villages are in the same position.  The parish council have also resolved to write to the residents of Manor Road and establish how much each household is paying to Aster.

21/028 County / Borough Councillor Report: Cllr Adams King gave the following report:
· All Highways problems should be reported on the Hampshire website initially, and the reference number sent to NAK to progress.

· Test Valley Borough Council are in the process of updating the Local Plan, with the first consultation scheduled for next year.

· A copy of the Strategic Housing and Economic Land Availability Assessment will be available to parish councils in the next few weeks, for comment.
· A Neighbourhood Development Plan was discussed and agreed to be a good way to protect areas of the parish from development, however NAK suggested to wait until the next Local Plan is approved.  There is also an opportunity to forward potential sites for development during the final consultation stage of the Local Plan.

21/031 Woodland area / trees / working parties
· Greg Gent has completed the tree surgery required at the play and community area at a cost of £2880.00 paid for by fund raising, donations for wood and parish council funds.  
· A working party will tidy the woodland area during November.
· The Lime trees need some attention to mitigate damage caused to the existing fencing around the play and community area.
· It was agreed that Cllr Edwards would contact Norman Court as the landowners adjacent to the play and community area to discuss replacement fencing here.
· It was again reported that garden waste is being dumped by the Church and also by the Manor Road footpath, which is not considered acceptable by the parish council.
· The large Oak tree on the junction opposite Letterbox Cottage needs assessing for safety reasons and will be reported to Hampshire County Council (21580876).

It was reported that the Lengths man had cleaned and cut back the foliage from the village signs.  Further work will include clearing the foliage from the church wall, old gravestones, and the wall near the playground.

The parish council also hope to be able to hold some fund-raising events next year.
